Status Update
February 2009
The Integrated Health Network Board met on January 8, 2009.  Key IHN activities over the past month are described below:

· The IHN Board reviewed 2009 strategic goals and priorities for the IHN.

· The IHN Board determined that it would convene a Chief Executive Officer search committee.  Ms. Sehy has reported to the Board that she will not be pursuing renewal of her contract, which ends on May 31, 2009, in order to spend more time with her family.   
· The Breast Cancer Referral Initiative Workgroup held its first meeting on January 22.  Workgroup members discussed the Workgroup charge to develop recommendations for expediting breast cancer referral processes.  The Workgroup also began a discussion of current state for breast cancer referrals.  At its February meeting, the Workgroup will discuss existing processes at each provider for mammography and clinical breast exams, and will identify potential barriers. 

· The NMPI Steering Committee met on January 23.  The Committee reviewed key findings from NMPI executive and technical interviews with each participating organization.  The Committee also discussed the first draft of the NMPI roll-out schedule.  

· The IHN implemented a new software system to assist in data management and reporting for the HELP health coaches program and the Community Referral Coordinator program.  IHN staff is meeting with community health center partners to discuss reporting for HELP under the new software system.  

· The IHN planned for expansion of the Community Referral Coordinator Program to St. Louis University Hospital.
